"Seven Tools for Creativity" 
by Mike Bailey 

  
"Every painter is faced with the same 
decisions in every painting he or she makes, 
whether they work from a model, or life, or 
not.  Creating a painting which goes beyond 
'what was there' to captivate and hold a 
viewers' attention (and admiration) can be 
quite simple, if the painter knows which 
tools to choose and how to employ them.  
The tools are always the same.  Do you 
know what they are?   
  
Creativity is the ability to produce new ideas 
whether the source of it is suggested by a 
model or by pure inspiration of the spirit.  
These tools offer a myriad of possibilities.  
We painters only need to train our thinking 
to accept them." 
 
Raised in California, Mike has lived in many 
locales throughout the U.S. and now resides 
in his hometown of Santa Cruz.  He attended 
college at Cabrillo and Foothill Colleges 
then on to San Jose State College (long 
before it was a university!) where he 
received his BS Degree in Engineering and 
Business. 
 
Mike was always drawn to art like a magnet.  
Yet, parental “encouragement” led Mike 
away from studying art. He answered the 
promise he had made to himself to begin 
painting immediately after graduating from 
college by painting on weekends for a few 
months.  After one Saturday painting 
session, he put away the paints hoping to 
begin a new project the next weekend.  
Upon opening that drawer the next time, he 
was shocked to find paints had hardened in 
their tubes and the insects had eaten all of 
his good sable brushes.  Eighteen years had 
passed!   
 
It was 1988 and long past due time to learn 
how to paint. So, he began it as a kitchen 
table hobby to relieve stress from his job. 
Something snapped in his pursuit of 
understanding what makes a painting work.   
  
 

 “Enough of this benign hobby stuff, I want to 
understand it!”  A few lessons here, lots of books there, 
one or two workshops per year got him on his feet.  But 
none of those venues of learning were as effective as 
hours and months and years at his easel.   
 
Mike is an adventurous, bold soul and it shows in the 
way he learned and applies his painting skills.  He is 
never satisfied with knowing ‘just a little.’  He is one 
who must exhaust all avenues of learning, in order to 
grow and experience discovery. 
  
He is an active painter, who is in his studio almost daily 
and a much in demand, instructor.  He shows his work in 
festivals, private showings, open studio and galleries.  
His work has been featured in several books published 
by North Light and has been featured in Watercolor 
Magazine .  He is often called upon to demonstrate, 
lecture, teach workshops and even judge a show once in 
awhile.   In his words, “I live a life that most people 
dream of.  I travel to Europe to paint, have wonderful 
artist friends, show and sell my work and have a 
fabulous home life!  Every single day is a delicious 
adventure!”

League, California Watercolor Association and is a 
Signature member of the National Watercolor Society.
